e You are NOT eligible to apply if you have already received a scholarship from the ITBOA.

e Funds awarded must be claimed within 1 calendar year of award.

Scholarships Available

e Berl Priebe Scholastic Scholarship (academic award) — This scholarship will be given based on GPA.
Additional affiliations, leadership, extracurricular activities and honors will be considered. *Requires
recommendation from high school counselor or college advisor
e Howard Williams Jr Memorial Scholarship (service award)— This scholarship will be evaluated on the
applicant’s superior service to the community and/or service organizations. GPA will also be considered.
Examples of community service, service organizations might include volunteering at the animal rescue
league, candy striper, Make A Wish Foundation, Ronald McDonald House, or even volunteering time to
organizations like the ITBOA. *Requires recommendation from the service organization. Letter must be
from a non-family member.
e James Rasmussen Equine Industry Scholarship (equine career focused award) — Applicants must be
pursuing a degree/career focused on obtaining a career in the equine industry. Examples might include
DVM, equine farm management, farrier, trainer, vet tech, breeder, nutritionist, etc. *Requires
recommendation from high school counselor or college advisor or industry professional. Letter must be
from a non-family member.
